The Seciety of Native Artists deem it expedient in courting public netice for the.
first time s a body ; to assizn some reasons for thus incorporating themselves, Thy
public never having been apprised of tlic necessity for a chunge, and seeing the places
of their predecessors again filled, may suppose that none has occurred ; whereas
the Government of the Arts in this City has really been transferred from the hands
of Amateurs to those of Professors ; yetso great a revolusion might have taken place”
wndiscovered by a discerning public. They mustdecline entering upon the grounds of
this separatien (not having a desive to maguify individual gricvanees, or to throw adu-
bious light ever transactions much better fluny into the shade, and forgotten,) further
than to state, that the profession derivedlittle benefitunder a feebie administration
of their interests,

But it may be as well to remark that hitherto these walls have been indiserimi.
nately covered by anctent and modern works of every schoal ; they are now exclusive-
ly devoted to native and resident Artist:. Hitherto ne oue could pronounce fuirly on
the state of the Arts in this City, while contributors of all natiuns, like foreign
mercenaries sustained the cause of Amateurs ; no such auxiaries support on this
accasion thit of Professors ; they rely solely on native strengtiand talent, and they
Ihlly throw themselves in the way of public puivevage for that encouvagement they .
vainly sousht for in other querters; knowing full well it is such patronage upholds
British Art, and determined to exert themselves in order to merit it. The public have
a vight to be informed ofthe desiyn and ultimate objects of this sew assoclation, but
the Society dare not speak confidently of phans, tie execution of which depends on
funds alveady nearly cxhausted by the necessary expenses attendant on the present
Exhibition, OF this the Public may be assured that it is their intention to coufine
their eifforts altogether to the removal of obstacles, and affording fucilitics to the

student.

They earnestly desire the support of all Amutenrs, anddo trust that every issise
tance willbe afforded by them to the Seciety, since the views of both Professors anid
Amuteurs should be mateally diveeted to the developement of Native talent,” S
